The meeting was called to order by President Fernando Delgado at 3:57 p.m.  21 

 22 

1. Lehman College Senate Overview 23 

Professor Fera provided a general overview of the Lehman College Senate, its procedures, and 24 

functions.  25

2. Approval of the Minutes 27 

The minutes of the May 4, 2022 Senate meeting was approved with one correction: to strike 28 

“unanimously” from line 112 of the minutes.  29

3. Announcements and Communications 31 

a. Report of the President— 32 
 33 
President Fernando Delgado thanked all for their physical presence at the College Senate, 34 

noting the adjustment, as over the past few years—as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic—35 

the College had largely met remotely due to social distancing guidelines. He expressed that 36 

meeting in shared spaces, in ways that comply with health and safety standards, was a path 37 

back to normalcy. He also thanked all for their assembly in the effort of shared governance, 38 



 

instilling an important message: that the College Senate is a vital part of the culture of 39 

Lehman College.  40 

 41 

President Delgado provided updates regarding the State budget. He first spoke on something 42 

that surprised him: State monies donated to Lehman College from those who lost at primary 43 

elections and announced that the College received a total of $1.1 million in said donations. 44 

President Delgado also informed that the College had about $3 million worth of requests 45 

pending and that answers would be expected sometime in the fall; if approved, the monies 46 

would be received sometime in January or February. He also communicated that the College 47 

may receive $1 million in one-time money that would be spent over two years and would be 48 

used for the Mexican Studies institute; the Division of Information Technology; and the 49 

Support, Constituent, and Inclusion initiative to provide resources for underserved Lehman 50 

College students. President Delgado also apprised that additional monies at the City Council 51 

and Federal levels—in the effort to support the College’s food pantry and related outreach 52 

programs—was still pending.  53 

 54 

President Delgado informed of an unfortunate circumstance plaguing the CUNY system 55 

since the pandemic: the decline in enrollment. For the College in particular, President 56 

Delgado communicated that there was a decrease in the percentage of revenue owed to 57 

Lehman by students and that enrollment was down by 10 percent. He assured that the upside 58 

for the College this year was a healthy enough reserve helping to keep a certain level of 59 

stability. President Delgado also reassured that when compared to the other CUNY colleges, 60 

Lehman was in a position better than most. He informed that within the CUNY system, other 61 

colleges received a fair amount of discretionary one-time money—money previously thought 62 

would provide a boom to strategic planning at Lehman. However, as President Delgado 63 

explained, some campuses required more assistance than others; he mentioned that said 64 

campuses suffered a significant loss—some even experiencing a 30 percent decline in 65 

enrollment. President Delgado shared the sentiment that, although the distribution of monies 66 

across the CUNY system did not provide Lehman with the impact first originally thought, 67 

he believed the College would continue to do well. 68

President Delgado briefed on several updates. He announced that the construction of the new 70 

Nursing, Education, Research, and Practice Center had reached a milestone. Not only did the 71 

project pass the 50 percent mark, but the project was also on track for completion and may 72 

be ready within a month or two sooner than expected. He also apprised that the College’s 73 

capital campaign to attract key donors, in the effort of supporting student programs and 74 

scholarships, would aim for a donorship goal of over $100 million; he explained that such 75 

would not only help to close the College’s financial gap but also secure Lehman with a form 76 

of perpetuity. In addition, President Delgado briefed that the results of the campus climate 77 

survey would soon be available for review college-wide. He went on to inform that 78 

consultants would be visiting Lehman sometime in October to assess the campus, explaining 79 

that their input would not only allow the College to determine the many ways in which it can 80 

improve in overall climate, but also ensure that Lehman remains a vibrant and inclusive 81 

campus for all. 82

b. Student Legislative Assembly— 84 

Ms. Blessing Babalola, Chair of the Student Legislative Assembly (SLA), made several 85 

announcements. She recounted two events hosted by the Student Government Association 86 

(SGA), in collaboration with the Office of Campus Life, that garnered successful turnouts. 87 

The first was a social event in which there were over two-hundred student attendees. The 88 

second, an orientation for new students that encouraged student involvement in campus life, 89 

which gathered over five-hundred student attendees. Ms. Babalola also announced an 90 

upcoming event, scheduled for the following week, to take place on the campus quad in 91 

celebration of Hispanic Heritage Month. 92

Ms. Babalola informed that SGA would be conducting special elections for additional 94 

student senators to fill the remaining vacant seats. She urged all interested students to apply 95 

before the deadline, September 16, 2022, at clubs.lehman.edu or otherwise stop by the 96 

Student Life Building (SLB) to sign up. She also informed that elections would be held the 97 

week of September 19, 2022. 98 

 99 

Ms. Babalola asked all to spread the word on the services offered at the SLB, including, but 100 

not limited to the food bank, game rooms, and club rooms. She also asked all to direct 101 



 

students to the new furniture outside of the SLB, so that students may enjoy the space and 102 

view. 103

2. Governance Committee 111 

Professor Joseph Fera announced that there were two vacancies on the Governance 112 

Committee. He opened the floor to nominations and three were nominated: Professors Susan 113 

Markens, Amanda Sisselman-Borgia, and Sunyata Smith. As there were three candidates and 114 

two vacancies, a contested election ensued with a secret ballot. Thereafter, the votes were 115 

tallied. Professors Susan Makens and Sunyata Smith were elected to serve on the Governance 116 

Committee.  117

Prof. Fera presented the slate of student senators nominated to serve on the College Senate 119 

Standing Committees. He opened the floor to additional nominations. There were none. 120 

Accordingly, Prof. Fera moved to a vote. All student candidates were elected to serve on the 121 

College Senate Standings Committees by unanimous vote. 122

Prof. Fera informed of a new committee, namely, the Committee on Assessment, and detailed 124 

the manner in which nominees were solicited last spring. He then presented the slate of 125 

nominees to serve on the Committee on Assessment. Thereafter, Prof. Fera opened the floor 126 

to additional nominations for each term of service listed. There were no additional 127 

nominations. Prof. Fera moved to a vote. The slate of candidates nominated to serve on the 128 

Committee on Assessment was approved by unanimous vote. 129 

 130 

Prof. Fera informed of one additional new committee—the Committee on Equity, Inclusion, 131 

Accessibility, and Anti-Racism, and noted that the Committee was by far the most popular 132 

committee he had ever accepted nominations for, as there were between twenty-five to thirty 133 



 

potential individuals nominated for six spots. He then presented the slate of candidates 134 

nominated to serve on the Committee on Equity, Inclusion, Accessibility, and Anti-Racism. 135 

On the slate were three nominees for a one-year term and three nominees for a two-year 136 

term—altogether, as Prof. Fera explained, a selection of six who were among the top 137 

nomination receivers. Thereafter, Prof. Fera opened the floor to additional nominations for 138 

each term of service listed, and what resulted is as follows: 139

There were no additional nominations from the floor for a one-year term to serve on the 141 

Committee on Equity, Inclusion, Accessibility, and Anti-Racism. Prof. Fera then moved 142 

to a vote. The slate of candidates nominated to serve for a one-year term on the 143 

Committee on Equity, Inclusion, Accessibility, and Anti-Racism was approved by 144 

unanimous vote.  145

There was one nomination from the floor for a two-year term to serve on the Committee 147 

on Equity, Inclusion, Accessibility, and Anti-Racism. The nominee was Professor Penny 148 

Prince. There were no additional nominations from the floor. As there were four 149 

candidates and three vacancies, a contested election ensued with a secret ballot. 150 

Thereafter the votes were tallied. Matt Caprioli, Gabriella Kohler, and Mary Phillips—151 

all nominees from the slate—were elected to serve on the Committee on Equity, 152 

Inclusion, Accessibility, and Anti-Racism.  153

The English Department has determined that requiring departmental permission for all 
300-level ENG and ENW courses presents students with unnecessary obstacles 
towards registering for classes and completing our major and minor degree 
requirements. This proposed revision follows the strategy employed by other 
departments of creating degree paths that rely on pre- and co- requisites for selected 
courses and will make course registration simpler and more manageable for students.

This degree will build on students' passion 
for music beyond a traditional conservatory model. The degree affords opportunities to collaborate 
across the programs of the Department of Music, Multimedia, Theatre, and Dance and beyond, it 
allows music students to work on projects with Dance, Theatre, Multimedia, and Film/Television 
Studies students. 

 
Placement in Courses: 
 
A basic knowledge of music theory is required of all students who wish to major in Music. Students 
will demonstrate their ability to enter MST 236 (Theory 1) and MST 266 (Musicianship 1) by taking a 
placement examination. Successful completion of MST 100 will be accepted in lieu of the placement 
examination.

CAMPUS LIFE AND FACILITIES COMMITTEE REPORT, SEP 7 2022 
 
1. John Ongley was elected Chair of Campus Life and Facilities for AY 2022-2023. 
 
2. Robin Auchincloss, for Facilities, gave the following report: 
 

Projects Under Construction 
a. Nursing Education, Research, and Practice Center – on schedule for “substantial completion” April of 2023 – 
to be followed by delivery and installation of furniture, fixtures and equipment to prepare for building 
opening for college use. 
b. Fuel Oil Tank Replacement – this is the project that restored the plaza, added entrance ramp at south side 
of Music Building (with power assist door opener).  Project is in final stage of city departmental approvals. 
c. Department of Social Work Expansion Davis Hall – Project has had construction delays due to 
permitting.  Next phases will be removals at basement and first floor. 
d. Davis 335-337 Classrooms – upgrade to meet current requirements for classrooms with over 75 occupants. 
Project in closeout phase. 
 

3. Concerns over cafeterias being open, providing quality food, and becoming student hangouts again 
was expressed by the entire committee, as being impediments to bringing students back to campus. 
a. The main cafeteria in the music building is still not open. 
b. The Harmony Café has limited hours and has limited offerings, being pizza, sandwiches, and grilled 
food. No salads apparently.  
c. Carman Hall Cafeteria is not only open at limited times with similar limited offerings, with the posted 
menu items seeming to be just coffee. Furthermore, IT has taken over more than half of the cafeteria 
space to crate stations where students can plug in their computers. These stations seem to be used very 
little. In general, Carman cafeteria used to be a fairly lively student hangout, even at night, but now 
seems comparatively abandoned. 
d. As Maurice Vann pointed out at the meeting, if we want to bring the student back to campus, we 
need to get these cafeterias up and running again. 
e. Other factors making it difficult for students to return to campus were mentioned, including: 

• The fact that many offices are still closed/online has been making it difficult or impossible for 
students to get their administrative business taken care of. 

• The relatively closed campus makes it is difficult for people who are not students, or who were 
students and wish to resume their education here, to enroll or reenroll. 

 
4. Doubt about the effectiveness of our current COVID protection plan, resting as it does almost entirely 
on vaccines, was also expressed. 
 
The committee will be looking into these issues more carefully in the coming weeks, reporting on them, 
and urging action on the problems.
